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Ladybug 2D  http://phet.colorado.edu/simulations/sims.php?sim=Ladybug_Motion_2D 

was released in May 2009. It was designed with improvements based on research with 

students’ interactions with simulations.  Motion in 2D has two features that Ladybug does 

not - linear acceleration and harmonic motion presets, so it is still available on the 

website.
