The Crisls amond the youngsters ESfe—
clally among the students Is the chaos ceilng
wrought by the abuse of drugs. Accor :g
to the recent studles conducted by w00
Health organisation there are over 7,50,0 0
heroln addicts, 4.8 milion cocoine abuses,
1,76 million oplum abusers around the world
today. The causes why the youngsttlar§ t‘ake
to drugs are-curlosity, @ pleasure ‘Kick' or
Intoxication, lack of parental control and too
much of pocket money. It is also because
the youngster is especially vulnerable to pres-
sure from friends. A deep psychological
need within the youngster to prove himself,
a total deflance against authority, emotional
frustration, lack of recreational facilities often
drive the youngster to take to drugs.

In most of the cases youngsters fall a
prey to suppliers of drugs who are anti-social
and thrive on evil doing only. The user
convinces himself that he will not get addicted.
But as this dangerous experiment with drugs
continues he becomes totally dependent on
them. At first the user uses drugs occasionally
but then with time the user needs more and
more of the drug to experience the same
