Cyanide has the reputation of being
the quickest poison, In fact, for this very
reason, cyanide has become the most
popular suicidal poison yet. Several known
agents including Hitler and his wife com-
mitted suicide by taking cyanide and some
of the six million Jews who were exter-
minated by this very poison and also one
of the intelligence minds of LTTE, Sivarasan
and his aid Subha too committed suicide
by consuming this poison and later shot
themselves.

Cyanide can be produced from many
sources. For instance, eating one to two
handfuls of bitter almords can’cause death
by cyanide poisoning. In the same way,
one would have to take about 140g. of
apple pips in order to yield a lethal amount
of cyanide. Similarly, young plants produce
more cyanide than old ones, so dried
plants are less dangerous than fresh ones,

There is a wide spread belief that the
l:.aste of cyanide is unknown because the
victim does not survive long enough to
tell its taste. In fact, many people believe

that moment cyanide touches
the victim dies. But the fact r
there is no such poison in the
can kill a person so fast.

Not g people can
smell it! This disorder is quite commgn
among medical men. Even those who can
detect the cyanide smell loge this power
after a short while as the capacity to smejl
cyanide gets rapidly paralysed.

Cyanide cannot be categorised as an
ideal homicidal poison. An ideal homicidal
poison should be colourless, odourless
and tastelss. Since, cyanide has the odour
and taste of bitter almonds it cannot be
used easily for homicidal. It has to be
mixed with something naturally bitter or
with something very sweet to mask its
taste.

WOMEN IN KALIDASA

Iswar Krishna Kalidasa, the prince of
poets, had adorned Sanskrit literature with a
number of invaluable Kavyas, known for their
exemplary style, lucidity and depth. His works
reflected his love for Nature, his under-
standing of the society and his devotion to the
Supreme. His description of the hercines and
otherwomen, has been of greatinteresttothe
scholars and critics.

The elevated status that women enjoyed
in the society of that period in the field of
education as an essential part of progress, is
brightly reflected in his works. His heroines
such as Parvathi, Sakuntala and Urvasi were
shrewd and intelligent. In Malavikagnimitra,
the queen of Agnimitra describes the condi-
tions for a dance competition which bear tes-
timony to these qualities.

Kalidasa extols feminine beauty where
he describes his heroines, namely Uwasl,
Parvathi and others. Besides beauty in
women, motherhood seemes to have ap-
pealed to Kalidasa, which could be seen n
many contexts of his works.

Raghuvamsam and other Kavyas, The'
proverbial saying ‘Who does not take delight
in the author of Raghuvamsa' is very much
true.

Poet Kalidasa, a name hollowed in
legend and byword in India for poetic genius
whose influence extends not only to classical
Sanskrit poetry and drama but reaches into
the literatures of different Indian Vernaculars
for more than 10 centuries. During the past
150 years Kalidasa has perhaps been the
most widely translated and acclaimed of all
Indian authors in Europe and America,

Raghuvamsa, dynasty of Raghus is the
most popular of all the Sanskrit Kavyas. In this
Kalidasa had embodied the ideals and tradi-
tions of the heroic kings. In this epic he has
brought about the story of 27 kings who lived
and died for the maintenance of Dharma
Kalidasa has mentioned in this book aboutthe
administration of Vivasvat, Manu, Dilipa,
Raghu, Dasaratha, Rama, Kusa, Athithi,
Nishadha, Nala, Nabhas, Pundarika,
Jevanika, Ahinagu, Pariyatra, Sila, Unnabha,
/ajranabha, Sankhana, Vyushitasva, Vis-
‘asaha, Hiranyanabha, Putre, Pushya
Jhruvasandhi, Sudarsana and Agnivarna. l

Of these, there are kings like Dilipa who
\dopt an ascetic life to atone for their unwit-

ting deleriction of duty to the Gods. Others like
Raghu stand for valour and conquest. We
have also kings like Aja to whom love is
greater than a kingdom arid who die voluntari-
ly in order to join their beloved in heaven. At
the centre of the whole epic we have the
celebrated account of Rama earlier immortal-
ized by Valmiki in his Ramayana. After Rama
a host of kings are summarily streched, each
glorious in one way or another until we come
to Agnivarna, the last to pay with his life for
his passionate excesses. The tragic end of
the epic is a prosphetic vision, a warning to
the nation sliding towards decay

It has been pointed out by some with
much convincing argument that Kalidasa was
perfecting in this poem a new genre which
was in vogue already among the Buddhists
While the Buddhist ideal of ascaiicism is ad-
mitted by him, its excess at the cost of healthy
pleasure is deprecated.

The poem Raghuvamsa begins with &
Prayer to goddess Parvathi and Lord Siva
wedded to each other like speech and sense.
The first king who inspired kalidasa is Dilipa
who represents the vajue of '‘Dharma’. His s20

Raghu after whom the epic is named, em-
podies the ideal of ‘Artha’ or worldly good.

‘'Raghu’ means all conqueror not only of

enemies, but of knowledge as well. The next
king to fascinate Kalidasa is Raghu's son Aja.
The occasion of Princess Indhumathi's
‘Swayamvara’ is utilized by Kalidasa to ex-
press his knowledge of Indian culture and
geography.

Though he allocates 11th to 16th Canto
with 1000 lines of his epic for the story of
Ramayana which was narrated by Valmiki in
24,000 verses, he is not simply following the
footsteps of his predecessor. Kalidasa sym-
pathises for the wronged Seetha and in his
epic he makes even the sage Valmiki say that
he will never forgive Rama for his treament of
Seetha though Rama knows she is innocent
and Chaste. By this Kalidasa highlights the
importance of Women's liberation and
freedom.

The poetis practically voicing his discon-
tent with Valmiki by setting up in King .Halghu
a more magnificent and |ovable riva!l to
Valmiki's Rama.

Kalidasa is considered to be the best
sanskrit Poet. His 3 dramas AT,
and PEHENE e besides the
p FRTHEA” - TG & FAREWaY and the 2
jyrics Fogey & FgdETy are very popular.
Kalidasa's works are very simple, clear and
full of poetic merits. All the readers of
Kalidasa's works have nothing but apprecia-
tion and admiration for his poetic genius. Un-
fortunately the poet has not given any
particulars about himself in any of his works.
Thus we are not able to fix the date of
Kalidasa correctly.

Kalidasa is noted for simplicity, direct-
ness, clarity, elegance and felicity of expres-
sion. Kalidasa employs short compounds
generally consisting of two or three simple
words and avoids the use of long and compli-
cated compounds. Kalidasa's works present
the best specimen of Feif style of composi-
tion which is highly praised by gfPe and later
writers on Sanskrit poetics. Kalidasa was not
only a master of the Sanskritlanguage puthe
was also well versed in the rules of the
Sanskrit grammar. Kalidasa's languageé is
faultless and free from grammatical errors X
vulgarities. The poems aré not artificial and
abound in figures of speech. Simile or Upama
is decidedly the trumpoard of Kalidasa. He

Kalidasa's use of imagery reveals his
power of imagination, refinement of ﬂjought
and aesthetic taste, his outlook on life, his
keen observation of life and Naturé and his
knowledge of various branches of k_nowledget-
No poet or play-wright can match in the E_alps-
ness and variety of similes - Kalidasa simile
cover a very vast spectrum of objects raan:l(
from the sun to a lamp and from an eIePhao
to an insect depending upon the nam;ehis
descriptions. The similes employed !

plays reflect the outlook and attitude of
Varlous‘c‘haraclers towards the subjects of
comparision. For instance, Dusyantha com-
pares his beloved Sakunthala to a fresh
tlowgr. a rare gem and a Madhavi creeper (a
spring creeper bearing white fragrant
flowers). Although almost all the similes
employed in Kalidasa's works are apt and
praiseworthy. Yet he excels in the use of
similes in which the standards of comparisian
are taken from nature of everyday life, for
such similes bring out his power of sugges-
tion. A few specimens of his apt similes are
given below:

King Dushyantha describes the charm
and freshness of Sakuntala's youth and
beauty by means of five different similes.

In the Raghuvamsa, Rama who did not
violate the rules of righteous conduct during
his stay at Panchavati, is compared by the
poet to the Vindhya mountain which is
believed to stay in its original form growing in
height. The Raghuvamsa contains vivid
description of India Ocean and its beach.

In Kukmaradambhava, Oshadhiprastha
the Capital of Himavan is described as sur-
rounded by waters of the river Ganga like a
moat. There is a very beautiful and imagina-
tive description of river Charmanvati, in the
Megaduta. He briefly described about the
natural beauty of lake Pampa in the
Ramayana, The elephant is described by
Kalidasa in various contexts as well as in
numerous similies as a standard of com-
parison. For instance, a cloud is Ccompared to
an elephant, King Dilipa to a tusker, King
Dilipa and queen Sudaksina to apair of celes-
tial elephant called Airavata, and young
Raghu to a baby elephant. The peacock, the
flamingo, the crane and cuckoo are some of
the important birds which are poetically
described as in Kalidasa's works. The beauty
of Kalidasa's poetry is appreciably enhanced
by the charming descriptions of clouds, the

moon and the moonlit night in Various Ways
The moon i$ very popular standard of com:
parison which forms the basis of 4 large nym.
ber of similies employed by the poet, Similarly
the beauty of the starlit night adorned with the
rising moon is also described by kalidasa in
his similies.

Itis said by the poetin the Raghuvamsg
that when Sita, who was abandoned by
Lakshmana, in the forest near Valmiki's her-
mitage, cried piteously, the entire nature was
grieved in sympathy with her. So the
peacacks stopped their dance, the trees shed
flowers, and the dove dropped the morsels of
Darbha grass from their mouths. In Act IV of
Shakunthalam, Kalidasa seems to have
drawn inspiration from Valmiki in delienating
the sympathetic aspect of nature. Another
noteworthy feature of Kalidasa's treatment ¢ -
nature is that he invests it with human feel-
ings. For instance he imagines that like
human beings, Nature is also filled with enor-
mous feelings of spring.

Itis a characteristic feature of Kalidasa's
description of nature that he describes only
the beautiful. charming and agreeable
aspects of Nature and overlooks its sublime,
somber and dreadful aspects In short,
Kalidasa whose poetic genius is inspired by
Nature describes the various aspects of In-
dian scenery in his inimitable, original and
charming style.
