We live in an age of Science and Technology,
where computers play a very significant role.
Even the simplest person can see that with the
help of education, wealth and self-effort,
mankind is progressing at present in every field.
It seems as if man refuses to set a limit to his
advance in any department of life. He is rowing
his boat of life on a current of endless desires.
The Eastern outlook of life is gradually
undergoing a change and is conforming more
and more to the Western pattern. This becomes
clear from a study of the history of Persia, China,
Japan, India and other Oriental countries.

Scientific technological progress is
accompanied by a social crisis as evidenced by
poverty, unemployment, widening income gaps,
increasing crime and violence, persecution and
oppression, substantive addiction and AIDS
epidemic, by environmental crisis and by a
cultural and spiritual crisis - all manifestation of
unsustainable development.

People see the power of science, the
importance of Economics Governmental
machinery certainly, but of what use are they
unless the user knows how to use them rightly.
Itis not our material civilization that is defective,
it is ourselves. Civilization is in danger of
destruction because our growth in knowledge
has far outstripped our growth in character.

We have to prepare our youth to live in
contemporary society and face its problems. The

real modern problem is to humanize man, to
teach him not merely how to split atoms but also
how to use their powers for good. Such
knowledge is not to be had from the social or
physical sciences.

Democracy more than any other form of
government needs good citizenship. Freedom
is the essence of Democracy - but it has to be
the freedom of service self chosen and
sometimes of sacrifice self-imposed. That is not
the instinct of the natural man; yet somehow
that habit has to be acquired. The first element
is training in social behaviour - a difficult and
generally a neglected task. Any attempt to train
character is dangerous and must be undertaken
with full perception of its danger. Many notes
must be harmonized if the full music of the
human instrument is to sound, gentleness and
courage, boldness and prudence, inquisitiveness
and reverence, tolerance and firmness,
confidence and humanity and stability anc
freedom.

! as announced that it would
conduct six underground nuclear tests at Nevada in 1996 and 1997.

Although many treaties for Nuclear Test Ban have been signed like the Strategic Arms
Limitation Treaty the Limited Test Ban Treaty etc. The Limited Test Ban treaty bans the testing of
nuclear weapons in the atmosphere in outer space or underwater. But it did not ban testing
underground. Since then many nations have been covertly or overtly carrying out underground
tests. Even China conducted one recently underground.

Such Nuclear Tests often remind us that the dark clouds of a Nuclear war are hovering in
the sky. The gory incidents of Hiroshima and Nagasaki have been comfortably forgotten by the so
called Champions of Peace but the world community is yet to forget it. Recent research reveals a
mushroom of smoke emitted from a nuclear bomb would cover the entire atmosphere on earth
thereby absorbing a greater part of the sun's rays. These conditions might last for several years or
months. With reduced sunlight, less rain, lower temperature, farming could stop, resulting in severe
famine worldover. While it has been estimated that 500 million people would die of a nuclear
explosion in a nuclear war, 4 billion more would starve to death due to a Nuclear winter. Such
Severe famine conditions due to the Nuclear bomb are described by the effect called Nuclear
Winter.

Under the pretext of controlling the spread of Nuclear Weapons, countries such as the
United States, Russia, France, Britain etc, came up with the 'Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty'.
This treaty has been ratified by more than 130 countries. This treaty is a deceitful way of curbing
the constructive and peaceful nuclear research programmes taking place in the peaceloving countries
like India angd other members of the Third World. The Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty in essence
aims at Preventing the spread of nuclear weapons among countries that do not have them while
countries that possess them can continue to proliferate them.

What then is the way to stop such reckless underground Nuclear Tests? One tnethod would
be to bring about Sanctions against such countries although such countries that proliferate nuclear
